This 
means that the bread and grape juice symbolize God’s love for us in the death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ.

The Presbyterian Church believes that the elements stay the same but 
acknowledges the special presence of Christ in and around the elements through the 
Holy Spirit.  This is a powerful opportunity to commune with Jesus, our Savior and 
Lord, and be reminded of his love for us.

This is not 
a right, but a privilege.  It is a call to confess your sins and opportunity to renew your 
faith.  We ask that you hold the elements so everyone can eat the bread or drink the cup 
together as this symbolizes our unity in Christ.
