Budget and Stewardship Report

We are starting the process for the developmetit@2007 Budget. As in past years, each functiahe life

of the church has its financial requirements injputhe budget process by the appropriate Sessimmdtee.

All of the requirements will be combined and bakhcagainst our expected resources by the Budge
Committee. Below is a chart which shows the waytrdoutions are divided over the various categooés
expenses for 2006. As the chart shows, three i(Stedf, Facilities & Equipment, and General Misgio

account for over 85% of our expenditures.
All the activities of the church require Staff sopip
The church facilities must be maintained, utilitpesd, etc.

General Mission includes support to Presbyterynigsion co-workers, and other mission activities.
These three large items are fairly predictablegpkfor some unusual maintenance expenses. The itgms
listed are harder to predict, but account for tees 15% of the budget.
